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THE OiB LION CODE

To ensure cooperation within the organisation, OiB has established the Lion Code, with which all players participating in the Euroleague must comply. 
Attendance

The OiB Lions are a team and therefore share the commitment to be present for matches (when registered). Failure of sufficient attendance during the Euroleague directly results in the loss of valuable points for the team. 
Support – Linesmen 
During the season, OiB is required to provide linesmen and a referee for 8 Euroleague games. OiB organising committee will hire a professional referee for these matches. Each player participating in the Euroleague may be asked to give one-time support as a linesman for a match between two other teams. Failure to provide linesmen for the game directly results in the loss of valuable points for the team.
Authorities
The OiB organising committee is responsible for governing and administration.
The team manager or “bondscoach” is responsible for player selection and team tactics. 
Disputes between members and/or the authorities will be resolved according to the category in which they authorities above are divided.
Competition Match Organisation
Registration

Every player should register for the upcoming match one week (7 working days) in advance using the Google calendar system. In case of a technical problem with the calendar, please send an e-mail to info@oranjeinbrussel.eu.

Cancellations
In case a player has to excuse for a match the player should communicate this immediately to the OiB organising committee. If one excuses x-2 days before the match, the player in question may be suspended for the next match.
Player Selection

In case more than 14 players subscribe for any given match, the “bondscoach” will decide which players are selected, in an attempt to form the most competitive team for the upcoming match. Selections for each match shall not exceed 18 players. Dedication to OiB and its activities (matches/trainings) will be kept in consideration in this regard. 
Match Tactics

Final decisions concerning the line-up, tactics, substitutions etc. are always made by the bondscoach and are not negotiable during the match. Tactical/personal issues and/or problems that arise during the matches will be examined and discussed together ahead of the next training session, during the match evaluation.

Training
The trainings and friendly matches of OiB are open to all players. The trainings will focus on strengthening the team as well as individual players. Conditional, tactical, technical and personal elements are the main elements during training sessions. The “bondscoach”  or appointed trainer/ players will coordinate the training sessions (leadership in these sessions may rotate). 
The players will be informed who takes the lead during the training. Players could be asked to develop a training program and moderate a training session. Special attention will be given in preparing the keepers. 

Competition Fees
The OiB committee is working on sponsorships. We hope to comfort players by taking over organisational matters. Furthermore, we try to attract sponsors for supporting us financially in the match kit, pitch rent and operational costs.

Member Contribution

To encourage commitment and team effort, OiB asks the players for a minimal one time contribution for the season (included pitch rent, operational costs) of XX€. This fee should be transferred to the OiB bank account stating your name (or paid directly to Lorenzo) before the end of September.

Euroleague Participation

Players which are active in the Euroleague will pay a fee of XX€ (included match kit). The additional fee for the match kit a 35€ will be paid back if OiB have covered its expenses after the season. The players may keep the match kit after the season is over. Players have to return the match kit if they leave OiB during the season. In this case the 35€ will be returned to the player. Players who are not active in the Euroleague can also acquire a match kit for 35€. The player can keep the kit.
